(IV) Singapore Mathematical Colloguium. The Colloquium was
held from May 30, 1977, through June 3, 1977, in celebra-
tion of the Soeciety 's Silver Jubilee Anniversary. A total
of about 380 people participated in the Colloquium which
consisted of sections in mathematical education and mathe-
matical reeearch. Invited lectures, short talks and work-
shops were among the programme. The August and December

issues of the Mathematical Medley contained the Proceedings
of the Colloquium.
